
Many of you already take part in, or would like to take part in, societies and 
activities.  Some of the activities that you would like to see in the Baldons are:

The subsidised bus service through the Baldons is very much valued.  This 
evidence of your support has been provided to Oxfordshire County Council, who 

are currently reviewing this service. 
 

 
 
There is a demand for a voluntary transport scheme to enable those without cars 
to access essential services – and plenty of people have indicated they might be 

able to help.   
 

 
 

There is in principle support for an increase in the precept above the level of 
inflation to pay for local services / facilities, subject to further consultation on 

specific proposals. 
 

 
 

61% of you would support a small amount of additional housing in the Baldons, if 
a need can be demonstrated (and subject to further consultation on specific 

proposals). 
 

 
 

There is overwhelming support for the defence of the Green Belt against the 
Grenoble Road development and for maintaining the Baldons’ position within 

South Oxfordshire. 
 

 
 

There is strong support for historical information boards and village maps. 
 

 
 

There is strong support for a footpath bypassing the sunken corner of the Croft,
